· Winter Picnic Performance Series:  These are 45 minute free performances in the gym right after school for family and community. Bring a blanket, chair and snack! Professional musicians, ENC and NQHS students are a few of the talented individuals and groups that you will see performing this year. 

· Artist in Residence: An artist will meet with classes to demonstrate and discuss his or her artistic craft and life. 

· Featured Artist: Artwork of artist will be displayed in the hall near the kindergarten room, with an information sheet for teachers to use when students come to see the works of art.

NQHS Renaissance Program: Three times a year, students from North Quincy High School offer workshops in drama, chorus and dance for our students during the school day.
· The Creation Place: A number of artistic workshops in both the visual and performing arts will be offered either after school at no cost to the student. 
· Silverstring Orchestra: Our two plus year string students perform in our own string orchestra at the Holiday Concert, It’s Never to late for a Holiday Concert (senior citizen concert), and on Memorial Day. There is no cost to the student.
· Instrumental Rental:  We also manage and rent, at minimum charge, over 25 string instrument for Beechwood string students. We also give out scholarship instruments through Rayburn Music.
· Write Grants: we write grants to provide authentic cultural experiences for the students at all grade levels.
